How were scroll made? Pieces of such materials as leather, parchment, or papyrus were glued together to form a
strip, or a roll. This could then be wrapped around a rod with the written face on the inside. The writing appeared in
short vertical columns across the width of the roll. If the scroll was long, it would have rods at both ends, which the

reader would use to unroll the text with one hand and roll it up with the other, until the desired place was found.

“A scroll had the advantage of being long enough [often 33 feet (10 m)] to contain a whole book in a small vol-
ume, once it was rolled up,” says the Anchor Bible Dictionary It is estimated that the Gospel of Luke, for example,
would have required a roll some 31 feet (9.5 m) in length. In some cases, a scroll’s top and bottom edges were trimmed,
